However, the hard-hitting Adrees was promoted
and proceeded to smash a quick 50 to take Uddingston to a
challenging 271 for 5 off their 50 overs. Even worse for Carlton
was an injury to skipper English (right) who had to leave the field
with a badly dislocated pinky.

The youngsters in the Carlton dressing room were treated to an
X-certificate show at the interval as their skipper somehow
managed to squeeze a batting glove over his damaged digit
without screaming or passing out. Thereafter, English's team-
mates were able to sit back and enjoy a masterclass of batting
as Cedric, in tandem with the Carlton no 5 Ross Lyons, put
together a sublime 165 run partnership at better than run a ball
to take the visitors in sight of victory. In the end, Carlton won a
memorable match with 10 balls to spare with English unbeaten
on 143 after one of his finest ever innings.
